The grade of the diploma shall be assessed by taking into account the following limits and
the values calculated with the above method:

a. excellent with merits, if the average is 5.00

C. good, if the average is 3.51-4.50

d. mediocre, if the average is 2.51-3.50

e. sufficient, if the average is at least 2.00 - but not more than 2.50;

The diploma qualification is excellent with merits when the grade of the diploma is excellent
with merits. He or she will also score excellent with merits, when the diploma is excellent
and he or she has at least 4.51 grade point average on all exams and practice courses.

Students might opt for doing a professional practice of min. 8 weeks as a 6-credit elective
course. In line with the training and output requirements of the program, it is not obligatory
to complete a professional practice.

During the professional practice the student shall acquire knowledge about the structure,
the operation, the contacts and the everyday work processes of the selected organisation.
At the end of the professional practice the student shall prepare a short summary on the
experiences gained and the tasks performed at the host organisation. The summary shall be
attached to the certificate on the professional practice signed by the head of the
organisation or the person supervising the practice.

The professional practice can be completed at any place of professional practice having a
cooperation agreement with the university. The selected organisation and the student shall
sign a cooperation agreement or, when necessary, a student’s work contract on performing
the professional practice.

Completion of the professional practice shall be verified by registering to the course-unit
“professional practice” and by obtaining a duly issued certificate of completion.

A certificate including a detailed evaluation shall be prepared on completing the professional



practice to be submitted by the student to the Education Management Division upon the
expiry of the term of the professional practice. During the professional practice a working
log can be kept when requested by the host organisation.

The Erasmus + program provides graduate students the opportunity to receive study
mobility or internship grants.

Study mobility allows successful students to spend a semester at one of the university's
partner institutions and the credits earned there to be included in their home studies. The
so-called exchange programs allow students to study tuition-free at that institution.
Applicants can travel to EU countries, Iceland, Lichtenstein, Norway, Turkey, Serbia and
Northern Macedonia, to institutions with which the University has an inter-institutional
agreement. A list of the available universities is available on the University's website. Within
the framework of international credit mobility (non-European countries), the University
provides links with partner institutions in the region, which vary from academic year to
academic year and from application cycle to application cycle.

The number of bilateral agreements concluded by the Faculty with each partner institution is
constantly increasing. Due to the objectives of the training, the Faculty encourages students
to participate in international mobility. It provides students with a preferential course of
study abroad, and the Faculty Credit Transfer and Validation Committee extensively accepts
courses completed abroad as compulsory or optional ones.

Due to the structure of the training, semesters 2 and 3 may be suitable for study abroad.

17.4.2. Minimum requirements for entry to the master’s program for those having diplomas
specified under point 17.4.1:
Students should have at least 60 acknowledgeable credits from their previous studies in the

following fields of knowledge:

- Social Sciences: Sociology, Psychology, Philosophy, Anthropology,

- Legal Sciences and Management: Public Law and Private Law, Constitutional Law, Public
Administration, Public Governance, Business Law,

- Economic Sciences: Economics, Macro- and Microeconomics, Business Economics, Basics
of Finance, International Economics,

- Political Sciences: Political Thinking, Political History, International Relations ,

- Culture and Linguistics: Economic History, Social History, Cultural History, Linguistics,
Philology.

It is the condition of entry to the master’s training that the student should have at least 30
credits in the knowledge fields listed. The missing credits must be obtained parallel with the
master’s program within two semesters upon admittance.

17.4.3. Missing credits must be obtained as specified in the NUPS Regulations on Studies
and Exams. Missing credits must be completed during the first two semesters of active
study. According to Article 10 (6) of the NUPS Regulations on Studies and Exams, if a
student has not obtained the credits required for admission to the Master's program during
the first two semesters, measures must be taken to terminate his / her student status due
to academic failure.

The missing credits can be obtained by completing the courses specified in the decision of
the Faculty Credit Transfer and Validation Committee during the preliminary credit approval
procedure. Faculty Credit Transfer and Validation Committee - depending on the student's
prior studies and completed courses presented in the preliminary credit recognition
procedure, may require a pre-study obligation in the following subjects:

Defining the foreign language requirements of the programme

After the academic year 2022/23, in order to obtain a diploma, the student must complete
two of the optional language modules specified in the curriculum or meet the conditions for
substitution specified below.

Optional specialised languages modules:

-Special foreign language training I.- Effective presentation and negotiation techniques,
-Special foreign language training II.- European Union policies,

-Special foreign language training III. - Business language,

-Special foreign language training IV. - Legal specialist language,

-Special foreign language training V. - International relations.

Options for substituting for completing language courses:

-completion of a compulsory subject in a foreign language related to the field of study as
defined in the curriculum;

- writing an OTDK thesis in a foreign language;

-a specialised language exam in a field related to the discipline (diplomatic, administrative,
legal, international relations, economic, economics and management, economics, military,
law enforcement, business) - - at least two intermediate (B2) or one C1 complex advanced
certificate in a foreign language.

-participation in an international mobility programme:

a) During his/her individual mobility, the student completed a course in the subject area of
the language course to be taken (Governance Systems or International Relations).

b) For students who established a legal relationship before the academic year 2023/2024,
the Master's degree requires at least one state-accredited higher level (C1), complex type
exam in a foreign language and one intermediate level (B2), complex type in another
foreign language, at least one of which must be social science, law, or a diploma or
certificate in a specialised language related to the field of study (international relations,
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diplomacy, business management, economics, tourism, tourism and catering, law and
administration, military, commerce, economics, finance, business) or an equivalent diploma
or certificate.

Requirements of attendance, acceptable absence, opportunity for compensating for missed
classes:

Should the course description not regulate differently, the student is obliged to participate in
75% of the classes. Absence above that ratio may result in the refusal of signature.
Absence over 75% may be justified in cases such as e. g. medical treatment, being in
service, etc. This, however, has to be proven in the following class by providing the
certificate to the lecturer and the course director, as well as via e-mail. The material of the
classes missed this way should be learned privately.

Rules for the completion of subjects with a reduced timetable:

In the case of students studying under the preferential study regime as stipulated in § 20 of
the NKE Study and Examination Regulations, unless otherwise specified in the course
programme, the requirements for attendance in class, the acceptable level of absences and
the possibility of making up for absences, the student must complete an assignment to be
completed at home in a form agreed with the course instructor by the last working day
before the end of the term. The student must contact the course instructor within 10
working days of receipt of the decision granting the reduced study arrangement to agree
the conditions for the assignment to be completed at home.
